Title of the Activity 1: IMPLEMENTATION OF VILLAGE DEVELOPMENT PLAN –

TRAINING IN ORGANIC KITCHEN/NUTRITION GARDEN AT SHALPUKUR 

VILLAGE WITH SHG WOMEN MEMBERS.  

Need of the Activity: Intervention to formulate alternative livelihood opportunities for 

women members of the adopted village.    

 

Brief Description: 

1. On 8
th

 January 2021, a need assessment was conducted with around 35 SHG members 

in Shalpukur village to understand training needs of the members. Most of the 

members were keen on undertaking organic kitchen gardening. The meeting was held 

maintaining all SOPs of the pandemic.  

2. On 21
st
 January, a meeting was held with Mrs. Moumita Gazi, Secretary of Panakua 

Maitri Sangha to initiate various programmes for Self Help Groups under Panakua 

Gram Panchayat. Mrs. Moumita Gazi will help identify SHGs who will be trained to 

undertake organic kitchen gardening initiatives.  

3. On 22
nd

 January 2021, a tele-conference was held with Dr. Swain (IIT Kharagpur) 

wherein it was decided that Dr. Swain will visit Shalpukur village and conduct an 

orientation on organic farming for SHG members on 13
th

 February 2021.  
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4. Orientation on organic kitchen gardening 
As scheduled, on 13

th
 February, an orientation session on organic farming was held 

for the SHG women of Shalpukur village and conducted by Dr. Dillip Kumar Swain 

of IIT Kharagpur. Around 75 women participated in the orientation. Dr. Swain 

emphasized the immediate need to take charge of one’s own health by growing food 

organically in the home itself. He also shared some simple yet useful techniques of 

growing and nurturing kitchen garden and invited the women to visit IIT Kharagpur 

for cross learning as the participants expressed willingness to undergo extensive 

training. Therefore, it was decided that 25 women will be identified with the help of 

village contact person and local administrator to undergo in- depth training in organic 

kitchen/nutrition gardening to be organized in the following month.  

5. Training in organic kitchen/nutrition gardening in Shalpukur 

A Gift to Women on the occasion of Women’s Day  

About 25 women selected on the basis of interest expressed, underwent a three-days 

training conducted by Development Research Communication and Service Centre 

(DRCSC), an NGO specialized in training on organic farming on 6
th

, 8
th

 and 9
th

 

March 2021. The three days training covered important aspects of kitchen gardening, 

ranging from identifying various types of soil, how to prepare organic compost with 

easily available natural resources, to designing and planning the soil bed. The women 

also got an overview on how to select seeds and how to preserve the same for the 

future. Besides the in-depth theoretical knowledge, women also got an opportunity to 

learn through practical experience.  

6. On 8
th

 March, after the training, International Women’s Day was celebrated. The 

significance of Women’s Day was shared with the women. The training on Organic 

Kitchen gardening was one of the best gifts which they received as they were 

empowered with a specific skill that would in future become an alternative livelihood 

option for them. They participated in games and fun activities and all of them 

received a goodie bag with essential food items. 

7. On 22
nd

 March, a follow-up meeting was undertaken in the Shalpukur. Out of the 6 

Self Help Groups that attended the training, one group planned to initiate nutrition 

garden as a group initiative. The members even identified a plot where they want to 

grow vegetables. Some of them have already initiated organic kitchen garden in their 

backyard.
